Motion by S Kelly seconded by J Erb to approve the hiring of Jeff McVey with an annual salary of $39,500 for the open full-time police department position. All ayes, motion carried.

APPOINTMENT; TENURE; REMOVAL.  The City Council shall appoint the City Administrator, who shall be the administrative head of the municipal government and who shall be responsible for the efficient administration of all departments of the City.  The City Administrator shall be appointed for an indefinite term, and appointed without regard to political beliefs. In the case of absence or disability of the City Administrator, the Deputy City Clerk shall perform the duties of the Administrator.  The City Administrator may, at any time, be removed from office by a majority vote of the members of the City Council.

DUTIES AND POWERS GENERALLY.  
4.Have specific authority over, supervise, and direct all departments, offices, classifications and services, and be directly responsible to the Mayor and Council for the same, except for the office of the City Clerk.

11. At the head of each department of the City shall be a director who shall be an officer of the City and who shall have the supervision and control of his or her respective department, subject to and under the authority of the City Administrator, which includes the police and fire department.

FEES FOR IMPOUNDMENT.  The owner, lienholder, or claimant shall pay an impoundment fee of fifty dollars ($50) plus $1.00 for each additional day within the reclaiming period plus towing charges, if stored by the City, or towing and storage fees, if stored in a public garage, whereupon said vehicle shall be released.  The amount of towing charges, and the rate of storage charges by privately owned garages, shall be established by such facility.

VICIOUS DOGS.  It is unlawful for any person to harbor or keep a vicious dog within the City.  A dog is deemed to be vicious when it has attacked or bitten any person without provocation and this incident has been reported to and verified by the City of Leon Police Department.

55.13
IMPOUNDMENT AUTHORIZED WHEN.  A City of Leon Police Officer shall place all animals which he or she takes into custody in a designated animal impound facility. The following animals may be taken into custody by the officer or designee and impounded without the filing of a complaint:


1.Any animal being kept or maintained contrary to the provisions of this Chapter;


2. Any animal running at large contrary to the provisions of this Chapter;

3. Sick or injured animals whose owner cannot be located, or whose owner requests impoundment and agrees to pay a reasonable fee for the services rendered;


4. Any abandoned animal;

5. Animals which are not vaccinated for rabies in accordance with the requirements of this Chapter;


6. Any animal to be held in quarantine;


7. Any vicious animal as deemed in Section 55.09 of this Chapter.

55.15
IMPOUNDMENT: REDEMPTION CONDITIONS. The owner of any impounded animal, or such owner’s authorized representative, may redeem such animal before disposition, provided he or she pays the fees and charges as listed below, according to the amounts specified in this section:


1. The impound fee;


2. The daily board charge;


3. Veterinary costs incurred during the impound period, including rabies vaccination;

4. A transportation fee, if transportation of an impounded animal by specialized equipment was required;

5. Any other expenses incurred to impound an animal in accordance with State or local laws;


6. Any unpaid or past due Animal Services fees and fines incurred by the owner.

7. If an animal is impounded without wearing identification, the owner shall be required to purchase an animal license from the City of Leon.
